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At Nation’s Finest (NF) our mission is to support America’s military veterans and their families
with a comprehensive approach to housing, health and employment that helps them achieve
self-sufficiency and reach their full potential. Funded by the Supportive Services for Veteran
Families (SSVF) program, NF provides supportive services to very low-income Veteran fami-
lies living in or transitioning to permanent housing. Eligible Veteran families can receive out-

reach, case
management and assistance in obtaining VA and other benefits, which may include:

Health care services

Daily living services

Personal financial planning services
Transportation services

Fiduciary and payee services

Legal services

Child care services

Housing counseling services

In addition, Chico’s NF can provide time-limited payments to third parties (e.g., landlords, utili-
ty companies, moving companies, and licensed child care providers) if these payments help
eligible Veteran families stay in or acquire permanent housing on a sustainable basis.
